To qualify for the competition, the wines had to be made with grapes
from any of the five Sierra Foothill counties, but did not have to be pro-
duced by foothill wineries. In the Red Zinfandel class, gold medals went
to Corbett Canyon (San Luis Obispo County) as well as to Fitzpatrick
and Story. Only the Winterbrook received a gold in the White Zin-
fandel class. A 1978 Monterey Vineyard and 1983 Shenandoah
Vineyards Late Harvest each took gold in the Late Harvest Zins, and
two Quady Ports, an ‘81 and an ‘82, were the golds in the Dessert Divi-
sion.

Other golds to add to your shopping list were presented to the 1984
Boeger Sauvignon Blanc, 1984 Montevina Fume Blanc, 1983 Madrona
Chardonnay and the ‘82 Santino Dry Berry Select Harvest White Riesl-
ing.

Terry Moore, wine department chairman for the fair, asked for a
show of hands for those interested in judging the 45 red Zins. Five
judges were needed for the panel.

Behind the bubbles

“Behind the bubbles there is a wine,” said Alain Seydoux in a rumbl-
ing baritone, lifting his glass and tasting his wine. “and this is wine.”

The wine was Gratien Brut, a sparkling wine from the Loire Valley. It
is made in the style of Champagne, and otherwise is a kissing cousin to
Champagne, although it is made primarily from Chenin Blanc. Cham-
pagne is largely Pinot Noir and Chardonnay.

Seydoux does not say his wine is better than Champagne. Indeed,
since he is affiliated with both Saumur and the Champagne region of
France, he wears two hats. His firm, Gratien, Meyer, Seydoux et Cie,
handles Afred Gratien Champagne as well as sparkling Saumur.

“Champagne is still the king,” he rumbled. “If it is well made, that is.
If it is not very good, well, then Saumur is a very good value for the
money.

He pointed out that many people like buying fancy Champagne just
because it says “champagne” on the label and that in fact a good por-
tion of true Champagne is priced too high. “they are label drinkers,
they like drinking tﬁe label, not the wine inside,” he said with a twinkle
in his eye.

“ ‘How would you like your label? On the rocks?’ " he said, mock-
ingly.

G);atien Brut Sparkling Saumur is a fine example of the crisp, dry
beverage that offers complexity at a price. “it is an alternative to Cham-
pagne, not a substitute for it,” said Seydoux.

Two grape varieties make up sparkling Saumur — chenin blanc and
cabernet franc. The second fermentation that is used to produce the
bubbles is the traditional methode champenoise that is used in Cham-
pagne. As the wine ages in the bottle, it picks up some of the same com-
plexity found in Champagne.

Gratien Brut and other sparkling Saumur wines sell for a fraction of
the price of Champagne, generally less than $10 a bottle. They usually
are good value.

“I like very much the challenge of Saumur. The problem is getting
people to discover it. Once they do, they like it,” he said.

Gratien Brut never is vintage-dated, and he admitted that by making
no vintage-dated wine, Gratien was low on the prestige ladder, since so
many people assume that a vintage-dated product is better than a non-
vintage product.

“We are experimenting with a little vintage-dated Gratien Brut,” he
admitted, “but it's only an experiment.” He said Gratien Brut stands as
a standard in non-Champagne French sparkling wine, which the house
of Gratien has been making for 121 years.

We had almost finished our Gratien Brut. I had an ounce left in my

glass. Seydoux said, “Shake it. Get the bubbles out and then taste the

wine behind the bubbles.” I did. He was right. There is a wine behind
the bubbles.

three tables and our group was composed of Vern Singleton of the
UC/Davis enology department, winemaker Mike Lee from Kenwood
Winery and three writers — Mike Usnne from the Sacramento Bee, and
Rich Hinkle, prolific, many-market wordsmith, along with your
Tribune scribe. We tasted the 22 White Zins and an interesting variety
of other wines, starting with five Chenin Blancs.

The judging was on the Danish system — a 20-point scale. Each judge
jotted down iis impressions, his scoring for the wine and whether or
not he would recommend it for a medal of some sort. After each judge
had completed his scoring, the five gathered in a circle of chairs to
discuss the wines and make the awards. All went swimmingly on the
first category. The judges were pretty much in agreement as to the
quality of the wines, and one.bronze (Boeger) and one silver (Granite
Springs) were awarded.

Back at the judging table we discovered we had drawn the 22 white
Zins, which was a delight and a challenge. Maybe there wasn't 22 ab-
solutely different styles there, but it certainly seemed that way.
Everyone agreed with the gold — except Howie, who held out for the
1984 Granite Springs, which got no award. The four silvers and four
bronzes were pretty much agreed upon, although my notes show that I

would have liked to see the Santino and the Herbert carry home prizes,
too. All the wines were from the 1984 vintage — in a range of colors
from palest salmon to a cherryish rose — not a bad wine in the lot.

Next we moved to the Cabernet Sauvignons and dissension! I ob-
viously liked a lot of wines better than most of the other judges and had
I been sole judge, there would have been four silver medals instead of
just one. The only silver went to Montevina 1983 with a Shenandoah
Vineyard designation.

Our final class only had two wines — both sweet reds — a 1984
Muscat and a 1982 Port, both from Shenandoah Vineyards. I rated
them both the same and probably could have been talked into a bronze
for each, but majority rule gave a silver to the Muscat and no award to
the Port.

It was a great experience, and interesting to see how staunchly we all
stood up for our favorites. Often it was a very challenging discussion
(What do you mean you can't taste the cherries and cloves?!). The only
regret, of course, was that you couldn’t be on every panel and taste
every wine, but that came later at the wine-tasting and barbecue. And
that’s another score on which the foothill counties people rate well —
the lamb barbecue could take a medal anytime.

This is going to be a busy year in these parts. Sonoma, waking from
the slumber induced by Prohibition, started stirring back to life in the
late ‘60s and early ‘70s and by 1975 wineries were being bonded in rapid
succession. The result, of course, is that this year there are celebrations
of 10th anniversaries all over the place, with food and wine featured,
music an exciting element, and every winery pouring the fine wines
which made them famous. Check the activities at Alexander Valley
Vineyards and across the road at Johnson’s Winery. Keep your calen-
dar handy for marking down dates for picnics and vintage car shows
and wonderful wine tasting. August, in particular, will be a busy mon-
th, as all the wineries stage their galas and get ready for the crush. Pick
up a Russian River Wine Road map from any of the local wineries or
the chamber of commerce and watcE out for flyers.

Regardless of what happens in
the upcoming trial, Tunney said
he will prosecute elusive witness
Larry S&eele for cultivation of
marijuana — and call Hansen as
a witness in that case.

The DA said there are two
warrants out for Steele’s arrest,
and that Steele will once again be
called as a witness against
Hansen, if Steele can be found.

If the prosecution can call
Steele as a witness against
Hansen, Tunney said, it can in-
troduce as evidence Steele’s state-
ment that ties Hansen to the
marijuana crop on his property.

‘Enough to convict’

“If he (Steele) went back and
told the story he (initially) told
us, it would be enough to convict
(Hansen),” Tunney said.

The DA acknowledged that
Steele, a former Santa Rosa foot-
ball star, reversed his story at a

preliminary hearing and placed
responsibility for the marijuana
on a third man.

The complicated case began
last year, when Hansen was
charged with cultivation and
possession of marijuana for sale
after an August raid netted 62 pot
plants growing behind his Lytton
Springs Road home.

Following a two-week trial, a
Superior Court jury deadlocked
9-3 on the marijuana charges and
the judge declared a mistrial July
9.

Hansen triumphed over the
fact that a charge of conspiracy
to obstruct justice was dropped,
and cannot be renewed.

Tunney said the conspiracy
charge depended on Steele’s
testimony, and when he failed to
appear that charge against
Hansen had to be dropped.

Violated the agreement

The DA said Steele personally
- ceived a subpoena to appear at
we trial, and that an arrest war-
rant was issued for his failure to
obey the order.

And because Steele violated
the agreement granting him im-
munity from prosecution in ex-
change for testimony against
Hansen, Tunney said Steele has
been charged with cultivation of
marijuana.

“Either Hansen or Steele or
both were cultivating the mari-
juana,” Tunney said. “Our

theory is they both were.”

No matter what happens_in
Hansen’s second trial, the DA
said Steele will be prosecuted for
the pot growing operation.

Nine members of the first trial
jury voted to convict Hansen,
and two of them came to DA's of-
fice immediately after the mistrial
was declared, saying they were
“very dissatisfied” with that out-
come, Tunney said.

The two jurors “felt strongly”
that Hansen should be retried,
and . complimented prosecutor
David Dunn for his effort, Tun-
ney said.

‘Prejudged the case’

According to Tunney, the
jurors said that the three jurors
who voted to acquit Hansen had
“prejudged the case” and “had
not listened to the evidence.”

Regarding Steele’s appearance
in the second trial, Tunney said it
was obvious “he’s on the run.”
But because Steele is a Sonoma
County native, the DA said “he’ll
be around.”

Hansen and Steele were once
teammates on the Barristers, a
slow-pitch softball team spon-
sored by Hansen.

Hansen faces sentencing early
next month on the only charge he
was convicted of last week:

ossession of a sap (a billyclub-
ike weapon).

Camp Rose area to get
city water; rates to be set

Residents of the Fitch Moun-
tain’s Camp Rose area will be get-
ting city water on an interim
basis, alleviating the public
health hazard the current Camp
Rose water supply creates.

Under mandate from the state
to improve the water available to
Camp Rose area residents,
Sonoma County hired the firm of
Winzler and Kelly to study the

problem.
Currently, the Camp Rose area
receives its water from one

shallow well along the Russian
" River. Health officals warn that
the water is unsafe, especially in
the winter months when
upstream cities discharge sewage
into the river.

Winzler and Kelly's engineers
evaluated alternative water supp-
ly sources and costs and iden-
tified two alternatives to the
shallow well: drilling additional
wells in the Camp Rose area, or
buying additional water capacity
fronl\nﬁxe city of Healdsburg.

The city already provides Fitch
Mountain with water equivalent
to 58 gallons per minute from its
Sunset water system. This water
is utilized by the McDonough
Heights area. ;

Tying Camp Rose into the
Sunset water system will require
an estimated additional 50
gallons per minute.

Fitch Mountain Water Com-
pany, the privately-owned water
system serving the mountain, has
received a loan commitment from
the state for system im-
provements. With these funds,
improvements to water quality
and service for the Fitch Moun-
tain area will occur.

Jack Goble, representing
Winzler and Kelly, pointed out
Monday that because the people
of Fitch Mountain and/or the
County of Sonoma may choose
to purchase and rehabilitate the
entire system at some point in the
future, it is important that any
improvements made now should
be planned to be compatible with
long-term rebuilding.

Goble added that tying into the
city system would best fit in with
a master plan for improvement of
the entire Fitch Mountain Water
District.

Although the City Council’s
vote in favor of the temporary

tie-in was unanimous, Coun-
cilman Bob Haviland interjected

fabrications

a note of caution, warning that
often an interim solution
becomes a permanent one.

Haviland suggested that fees
charged for the water service
should cover any possible
maintenance or general repairs so
that down the line the city would
not find itself stuck in a money-
loosing proposition.

Healdsburg agreed to sell the
water, but deferred setting rates
to a later date, after ?urther
studies can be made.

POCKET WATER — Number one stream surface conditioners
characterized by pools of water which form downstream from large
rocks. Number two small impoundment of water oftenencountered by
anglers when fishing for keys, change, folding money or matches.

LAKE SONOMA — Trout fishing in the lake continues to be good.

The boats trolling the flasher and night crawler or small silver lures
have been catching limits of trout from 12 to 14 inches. A few larger
trout can still be caught in the two to three pound range.

Bass fishing is very good. The bass have lots of quiet water away
from the ski boats. Bass are taking just about any popular bas slure.
Most bass are small and medium-sized fish but they provide plenty of
action on light tackle.

Bluegills are biting worms in the coves.

LAKE MENDOCINO — Most fishing in Lake Mendocino is on the
slow side. Cat fish are biting the best during the evening hours. Worms
and anchovies are good baits. Stripers are way down in the deep waters
this time of year but a few are being caught each day on live minnows
or anchovies fished on the bottom.

Bluegills and crappie can be caught if you can find a bunch of them.
They are hiding out in the under water trees and along the ledges.

LAKE BERRYESSA — The trout are so deep now you need a
dredge to dig them off the bottom. Boats trolling 50 feet down with a
outriggers are still catching some fish.

Smallmouth bass are biting early and late in the days along with the
crappie and bluegills. Catfisﬁ are biting worms and night crawlers in
the day.

CLEAR LAKE — The big catfish are still catting around. One angler
brought in a 10-pound and a 15-pound catfish witlg\ several other cats in
the two to three pound range. He used nightcrawlers and fished the
north shore resort area.

Another fisherman on a two-day vacation pulled in his limit of bass
both days. He had two nice bass over four pounds and the rest of his
limit averaged two pounds.

Bluegills are bting anything that looks like bait, Lots of the bluegills
are around the tullies and docks.

Crappie are hard to find now with only slow action now.

Taylor said it remained “uncer-
tain” on Tuesday-whether there
were enough votes on the House
committee to- renew the
moratorium.

Bosco, a Democrat from Oc-
cidental, said last month that he
doubted the votes were there and
that a compromise was needed to
prevent Hodel from leasing the

‘His judgment may be right on
that,” Gambill said, referring to
Bosco’'s assessment of the
political climate on Capitol Hill.

Man jailed in child molest

A 32-year-old transient was ar-
