Along with the Beatles, the Rolling Stones and the
Who, the Kinks spearheaded the British music invasion
ofthe early 19608 that drastically aiered the course of
Mk V| roll,

n spite of an initial false start that netted them a
handlolof hart singies ("You Really Got M. Al Day
and All of the Night"), the Kinks never quite made it
past cult status.

Toward the end of the 19705, however, a succession of
more commercial albums coupled with the advent of
new wave (and the renewed interest in the past that
‘was kindled as a result) provided the Kinks with the
epringboard they needed to vault back into the public
e, Which they did with such hits 28 “Hock
Fantasy" and "(1 Wish | Could Fly Like) Superman.”
